DETAILED SUMMARY:
These rules provide comprehensive regulatory oversight for Muay Thai competitions occurring in Maine, including guidance to authorized participants as to permissible conduct. The rules also define permissible conduct and responsibilities for many involved in the promotion and participation in Muay Thai events. The Authority will enforce the rules through certification, i.e., the licensing process, maintenance of a presence at events, and its ability to sanction violations of its rules or statutes.
Sources for the rules' content include the Authority’s experience regulating mixed martial arts and boxing events, consultation with authorities such as the Association of Boxing Commissions, and consultation with experienced officials.
